Eligible Projects & Criteria

Afforestation

Planting trees on land without any previous tree cover (e.g. abandoned/marginal land)
to increase forest cover, enhance connectivity with adjacent woodlots, create wildlife
habitat and recreational opportunities

Riparian Buffer

Planting trees along a watercourse, and or water feature (wetland, pond, river, creek
etc.) to help stabilize streambanks, shorelines, reduce soil erosion and improve water
quality

Windbreak

Planting trees in rows along land boundaries to provide shelter from the wind and
snowdrift, enhance farmland productivity, and create habitat and travel corridors for
birds and wildlife

Forest Restoration

Planting trees in the understory or open areas of an existing woodlot that has
experienced stress or damage (windstorm, insect, pest, disease, invasive species etc.) to
improve forest health and enhance species diversity
